Enrichment Opportunities 

and Supplemental Programs
Policy Code:  3629
The board recognizes that many valuable opportunities for learning occur outside the scope of the regular school program.  The board encourages schools and private groups to sponsor appropriate activities to supplement the schools’ academic and extracurricular programs.  School facilities may be used for such activities in accordance with the guidelines outlined in this policy.

A.     Activities Sponsored by a School

1. Each activity sponsored by a school must be approved by the board.

2. The school principal will ensure that each activity is appropriately planned and implemented and participants are carefully supervised.

3. The school principal may contract with school employees or other individuals to provide instruction and supervision.

4. The school principal will determine whether participants are properly insured and, if necessary, arrange for the purchase of supplemental insurance coverage.

5. All fees collected will be deposited into the accounts of the school, and all expenses will be paid by the school or school system in accordance with established procedures.

B.
Activities Not Sponsored by a School

1. Any individual, group, or business desiring to use school facilities will contract for the use of the facilities and comply with all provisions of the board’s “Community Use of School Facilities” policy (policy 5030), including the payment of appropriate rental fees.

2. The school principal is responsible for specifying the dates and times of each activity, the specific facility to be used, and the nature of supervision to be provided in the facilities contract.

3. The school principal will require sponsors to provide proof of appropriate insurance coverage for participants if required in accordance with the board’s “Community Use of School Facilities” policy.

4. All advertising and other communications concerning each activity will clearly identify the sponsoring individual, group, or business, and will include a disclaimer that the activity is not sponsored by the Stokes County Board of Education.

5. School employees will not be involved in the hiring of personnel or the handling of funds for any activity not sponsored by the school system or a school.
