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1. Each school advisory committee will consist of no less than three or more than five members.

2. Committee members must have a child or children in the school for which they are serving.  However, a member whose child or children completes all the grades in that particular school before the term expires may choose to complete his/her term. Legal guardians will have the same status as parents.  

3. Committee members may serve up to three consecutive terms.  A term is defined as one year and begins July 1 and ends July 30.  It is recommended that terms for members be staggered.

4. The committee will meet a minimum of three times per year.  The principal and/or chairperson may call additional meetings as deemed necessary to carry out the functions of the committee.  

5. The school principal will be present at all committee meetings and will serve as the official secretary.  The minute book of each school will be open for inspection to any citizen.  Minutes of the meetings will be submitted to the superintendent.  All meetings of the committee will be open to the public.  Notice of each meeting must be posted at the school a minimum of three days prior to the meeting date. 

6. Committee members will elect a chairperson at the first meeting of the school year to serve a one-year term.

7. Principals should submit twice as many nominations to the board as there are vacant seats.  All nominations should be listed in order of preference and accompanied by the nominee’s address and a brief biographical description for identification purposes.  The description also should include reasons the nominee should be appointed to the advisory committee.  

8. Nominees must reside in the school community attendance area.  Moving from an attendance area automatically terminates membership on the committee.

9. Committee members may only serve on one school advisory committee at a time.
