Cultural Exchange 

and Non-Immigrant Students
Policy Code:  3103/4131  

The board recognizes the educational value of bringing together students of different cultural backgrounds and thus encourages participation in cultural exchange programs.  The superintendent is authorized to admit for up to one year students domiciled in foreign countries who are participating in bona fide cultural exchange programs recognized by the United States Department of State.  Tuition fees authorized in policy 4135 will not apply to students admitted as part of a cultural exchange program.

Students domiciled in foreign countries who are not participating in a cultural exchange program may apply for admission to the school district under the same terms and conditions as other non-domiciled students as provided in policy 4130, Discretionary Admissions, and in accordance with federal laws governing non-immigrant students.  The tuition fee for non-immigrant students will be equal to the total per capita unsubsidized cost of providing the educational program.

A cultural exchange or non-immigrant student may be awarded a diploma or other exit document from the school, provided that the student satisfies all requirements outlined in policy 3460, Graduation Requirements, and successfully completes the following courses while enrolled in the school district:  English III, English IV, U.S. History, and Economic/Legal/Political Systems.
